The Stuff You Need to Know! (Show Rules)
1. Eligibility: Exhibitor must be 8-21 years of age as of the date of the show.
2. Exhibitors may collect only two premiums per class
3. Ownership may be in the family flock name or in the exhibitor’s name
4. Entry fee will be $5 per head . . . payable to Heartland Livestock Services
5. Sheep entered in the Junior Show are not required to be sold, and if not being sold,

do not have to be entered in the National Corriedale Sale.
6. Junior Show is set for 10:00 p.m. the day before the National Show
7. Junior Show entry due date is April 15th
8. Any Junior Show sheep that are being sold in the National Sale must be entered separately using sale entry forms
9. All Junior Show sheep must be in place by 8:00 a.m. day of show

11. Junior Show entries will be released following the National Corriedale Sale
12. Junior Show entries in the National Corriedale Sale must be shown in the Open Show on Friday
