General Information The American Corriedale Association will award the third annual
Corriedale Scholarship to a student planning to enroll in a post-secondary, undergraduate
education program (University, College, Junior College, Vocational/Technical School) during the
2011-2012 academic year. This scholarship is not intended for a graduate student. The AJCA
voted to add $100 to this scholarship for 2011. The $600 award will be paid in two stipends of
$300 for each semester.

High school seniors or students currently enrolled in an undergraduate program are eligible to
apply. The applicant must be directly involved with Corriedale sheep. Previous scholarship
recipients are ineligible.

Selection criteria will include the applicant's scholastic record, leadership, extracurricular
activities, letters of recommendation, involvement with the sheep industry, and in particular, the
Corriedale breed.

Application Information
The enclosed application must be completed and returned to the address listed at the bottom of
the application NO LATER THAN APRIL 25, 2011.

An official transcript of all high school and college work completed MUST accompany this
application.

The applicant should have two letters of recommendation forwarded to the president of the
American Corriedale Association. Forms are provided for these letters. An application will not be
considered complete until the letters of recommendation are received. The evaluator should
comment on the applicant's academic ability, leadership skills, involvement with extracurricular
activities and involvement with the sheep industry.

The completed application, official transcripts of all high school and/or college work
completed, and two letters of recommendation MUST be returned to the following
address by April 25th, 2011.
